It's made from grapes that used to go into Oakridge
864 Chardonnay, or so I'm told, and the winemaker
is none other than the Master of Yarra Valley Funk -
Timo Mayer. Total production is 190 cases.

Some wild sulphide and struck match characters
with intense citrus fruit, brioche and unobtrusive
spicy oak. It’s light, deft and dry as a Pommie’s bath
towel with a burst of mixed citrus - tangerine and
grapefruit segments I'm thinking. Flinty and tight
with a long grippy finish. A second day’s tasting
revealed some hidden lemon pie richness and a
concomitant increase in weight. In the finer, leaner
‘cool bits of the Upper Yarra’ style, this would take
some beating.
